Nicholas Poussin : The Funeral of Phocion

In the 17th-century the word Arcadia evoked an earthly paradise that was
celebrated in art and literature as an idyllic place of peace and harmony. To live
in such surroundings was to find heaven on earth. That is the mood shown to
us when we first look at 7he Funeral of Phocion. It is by the Baroque artist,
Poussin, who was born in France but spent most of his working life in Rome,
where he died in 1665. He presents us with a calm, ordered landscape. But in
the foreground we see two slaves carry off a body for burial. It is Phocion, an
Athenian general. He was known as ‘Phocion the good,” admired for his honesty
and integrity and for his simple way of life. In the 4th century BC Phocion
argued for peace when the city around clamoured for war with Macedon. His
enemies won the day and they intrigued to have him condemned. As a traitor,
his body is being taken outside the city. Poussin painted a second canvas where
the ashes of Phocion are returned to his grieving widow — a sad end to a good
life with no hint of hope for a better future.

In this season we rejoice in a different end to the story of Jesus. On
Good Friday his body was laid to rest in a tomb. Two days later the Lord of
Easter walked again in that garden to tell a grieving Mary Magdalene that there is
hope; that there is a possibility of transformation — a new creation and a world
where eternal life is triumphant. In such a world, the human heart within, the
dwelling places of people and the countryside around can never be the same
again. The Easter Alleluia rings out to embrace us.

BEACON HOUSE

On any day in any town, there will be
about fifty to sixty people who have got
nowhere to go, no money to spend, and
no-one to be with. They may have lost
their homes, their jobs and their family
connections. In Colchester, Beacon
House provides a solution to that
loneliness and isolation. From an
Edwardian building in East Hill, it provides
the basic services that homeless people
need; food, hot drinks, showers, toilets,
clothing and a drop-in medical centre -
because homeless people cannot register
with a doctor.

In a sense, Beacon House is recycling
the goodness and kindness of the town,
because it is supported by local
individuals, groups and churches who
generously donate clothing, food, cakes
and money. It's great to think that so
many people care about the most
vulnerable people in our community.

Dedham Parish Church supports
Beacon House by raising money during
the year with regular cake and bric-a-
brac sales. There is a box in the church
for collecting clothing, shampoo, soap
and washing powder, which can be
used by the people who call at the
house. This is put out during the Family
Service, which is usually the first
Sunday of the month. If you would like

CONSTABLE MEDICAL PRACTICE

The Patient Representative Group
(PRG) has been considering the role it
performs and how this should be
developed for the future. It is clear that
the NHS is experiencing difficulties in
meeting Patient expectations. People
are living longer, with more complex
problems and the pressure on
hospitals, ambulance services, clinics
and GP practices increases year on
year. At the same time there are
administrative pressures on those
delivering the service.

We are also aware that, with effect
from April 2015, the Practice will have
a contractual commitment to ensure a
closer working arrangement with the
community. Accordingly we have
decided that it is time to completely
re-organise the PRG for the Constable
Country Practice. The current PRG
members have stood down leaving the
practice free to work with
HealthWatch Suffolk in establishing a
new group.
